 ART 149: Deactivation 
Lauren Halsted reviewed the deactivation of ART 149. This course is being deactivated as it has never successfully been 
offered and it is not a course that fulfills any GE CSU/IGETC transferable units. Reviewed and forwarded for action. 
 

 ENGR 103: Addition, Assign to Discipline, SLOs 
ENGR 261: Addition, Assign to Discipline, Content Review, SLOs 
Keenan Murray reviewed the course additions of ENGR 103 and ENGR 261. ENGR 103 was added to strengthen the 
transfer pathway for environmental engineers to SDSU. ENGR 261 was added to strengthen the transfer pathway by 
articulating with SDSU’s material lab and will allow students to take more courses at Cuyamaca College before 
transferring. Both courses are also a part of Engineering’s HSI Title III STEM Guided Pathways grant. Reviewed and 
forwarded for action. 
 

 PHYC 190, 200, 210: Deactivation 
Jane Gazale reviewed the deactivations of PHYC 190, 200, and 210. These courses are being deactivated as they have 
been replaced with PHYC 201 and 202 which are aligned with Grossmont. Reviewed and forwarded for action. 
 

 SPAN 141, 145: Modifications, SLOs 
Karla Gutierrez reviewed the modifications made to SPAN 141 and SPAN 145. SPAN 141 and SPAN 145 were 
modified to update the course description and course content to include the lived experiences of the people from Spanish 
speaking countries. Aspects of the delivery of these courses were updated to adapt to modern technology and 
pedagogy.

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 Articulation Timeline (GE approvals): 

 Courses are submitted for UC transferability once per year in August (the deadline is typically the end of the third 
week). 

 UC transferability decisions are typically returned no later than October (following submission). 

 Any UC transferability approvals would be effective in the semester we gain approval (courses submitted August 
2021 will be effective Fall 2021, if approved). 

 Once we have UC transferability, the course can be submitted for IGETC consideration. 

 Both CSU and IGETC submissions take place once per year in December. 

 CSU and IGETC decisions are typically returned in April and go into effect the following Fall semester (courses 
submitted in December 2021 will be effective Fall 2022). 

 If approvals come after the college catalog is distributed, information will be published in a catalog addendum.
