Catalog Description
Continuation of KUMY 121. Students will develop increasingly advanced oral, listening and speaking
skills in the Kumeyaay language.

Prerequisite
“C” grade or higher or “Pass” in KUMY 121 or equivalent

Entrance Skills

Without the following skills, competencies and/or knowledge, students entering this course will be
highly unlikely to succeed:

1) Speak and understand Kumeyaay sentences in the past and future tense.

2) Recognize and use cultural idiomatic expressions, including expressions using the suffix -CHES.
3) Correctly follow narration in the past and future tenses.

Course Content

1) Listening and speaking tasks organized around increasingly varied situations dealing with opinions,
feelings, agreement and disagreement

2) Presentation of grammar explanations to facilitate the acquisition and oral production of the
language

3) Presentation of authentic Kumeyaay stories and dialogues by the instructor, elders or others as the
basis for discussions and presentations

Course Objectives

Students will be able to:

1) Use advanced language skills and cultural materials presented in class to evaluate increasingly
complex and specific examples of daily life situations, and describe how these situations can be
addressed in Kumeyaay culture.

2) Use language and vocabulary skills developed in class to create cultural dialogues for Kumeyaay
language speakers to demonstrate examples of daily life situations, and describe how these
situations can be addressed in Kumeyaay culture.

3) Use language and cultural materials presented in class to compare and contrast the Kumeyaay
culture to other non-Kumeyaay cultures as it relates to nature, Kumeyaay culture and art, health
and well-being, professions and occupations, and daily life.

4) Interpret and apply the Kumeyaay sound system to improve proper pronunciation and oral
comprehension.

5) Use complex vocabulary and grammatical structures as identified in class to communicate in the
present, past and future; use commands and discuss hypothetical situations dealing with nature,
Kumeyaay culture and art, health and well-being, professions and occupations, and daily life.

Method of Evaluation

A grading system will be established by the instructor and implemented uniformly. Grades will be
based on demonstrated proficiency in subject matter determined by multiple measurements of
evaluation, one of which must be essay exams, skills demonstration or, where appropriate, the symbol
system.
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1) Oral exams that require students to demonstrate the ability to listen and speak Kumeyaay in the
present, past, future tenses, and use other complex grammatical structures.

2) Oral presentations in which students must use appropriate vocabulary, Kumeyaay sound system,
and grammar to communicate in present, past and future dealing with nature, Kumeyaay culture
and art, health and well-being, professions and occupations, and daily life.

3) Comprehensive oral final exam that measures students’ ability to use appropriate vocabulary and
grammatical structures as identified in class to communicate daily routine in the present, past and
future as related to nature, Kumeyaay culture and art, health and well-being, professions and
occupations, and daily life.
